Remeber the two cases:

1-The girl who wants romance AND  2- the doctor who is asked to slow

down at work.

Considering case 2:  We talk about the response that the Doctor will

have to his son.  We said that the doctor will say "I am a Doctor" "I

can’t slowdown".

The implication is that the Dr. OVERLY FIXATES on his role as a
doctor.  He is letting his position define his actions, where these

prescriptions for actions are not really implied by his position.  He

latches on to his being a doctor and CHOOSES to ignore his other

responsibilities.  In this sense he is lying to himself: ie, in

his FIXATION on his position as a doctor he is deceiving himself into

thinking that he can ignore his other responsibilities.  He

selectively CHOOSES what responsibilities to concern himself with, and

conflates his position into being the only responsibility that he

should be concerned with. He creates a world of belief on the basis of selective evidence.
So self-deception is something that we CHOOSE to engage in.  We

selectively CHOOSE what to concern ourselves with, and, in the hope of

evading who we are and can be  (or in the hopes of evading the reality of the

situation we are in). In the MD’s case he fixates on his FACTICITY (ie his past up to anda including the present).

2.In the young girl case (1): she wants to evade the possibility that she is being used and that the situation she is in is not of her liking. She fixates = CHOOSES to decieve

Herself by creating a world of fantasy = romance where the emphasis is on the future (fantasy) to the exclusion of her facticity.
