· The murder of Faranza Parveen, a 25 year old pregnant women in Pakistan. Her husband killed his previous wife and was freed from murder charges using Islamic provision under Pakistani Law. Her father didn't want her to marry this man due to not being able to pay him a marriage dowry. When she refused to go to court and say that she was coerced in to marriage by this man her father killed her in broad daylight.

· Amina was raised in New York since she was 9. When she became to "Americanized" for her father he sent her to Pakistan where he tried to force her in to an arranged marriage with her first cousin. She fled Pakistan trying to escape the arranged marriage. Her father is currently facing attempted murder charges and she is in hiding.

· Something that has happened in our Chico Hmong community recently, was a vicious murder against a wife who was chatting online with a man. The husband found out that she was "so called" cheating, even though she wasn't, so he made an example to all Hmong women who cheats, by murdering her.

· An 18-year-old Pakistani woman from Hafizabad in Punjab province survives being shot and thrown in a canal by her family for marrying the man she loved

· In a polygamous household in Ontario, the family was originally from Afghanistan. A father, his son and one of his wives murdered three sisters and the first wife of the household. The sisters were the children of the murderer wife, as the murdered wife was barren. The son was also sisters' brother. The murdered wife wanted a divorce, as the husband was abusive and the murderer wife treated her like a servant. The eldest sister had run away and married a Pakistani boy, although the family forced her to return and had the marriage annulled. The other sisters seemed to have been collateral damage, and a motive for killing them is not known.

· Heshu (16) was regularly beaten by her father, Abdalla Yones. She was in a relationship with an 18 year old Lebanese Christian boy. She was also planning on running away from her father, even wrote a goodbye note (the transcript is in the article, its heartbreaking). Abdalla slit her throat and stabbed her 17 times because he feared she had become too westernized. They lived in Britain. He received life in prison.

· Souad, a Palestinian mother, spoke out about her daughter's honor killing.  Her daughter, Hiyam, was killed by her father and brother in suspect of their young boy neighbor jumping out the window while the daughter said it was a thief.  The mother exclaims that they had wronged her daughter and that she was the oldest and sweetest of them all.  According to the police, Hiyam was strangled by her father and brother.  The father and brother were then prosecuted of killing Hiyam.

·  According to reports from the Freedom of Information Act, honor violence has seen a forty-seven percent increase in a just one year. Among these reports, it is concluded that young women are more attuned to refuse their parents demands - marriage is high among those demands. One such story comes from a girl who wanted to go to college but was demanded to marry her cousin. Her refusals lead to her family’s physical abuse of her. Ultimately, after months of torture they let her go to the doctor and left her there. She is receiving support but has physiological trauma as a result of the abuse.

· Iraq girl was stoned to death by several men after her family found out that she was in a relationship with a man of another sect. Her parents did not condone her stoning, but could do nothing about it after their family members let the community know of the girl’s relationship.

· In April 1999 Imran, a 28-year-old married woman seeking a divorce from her violent husband after 10 years of marriage, reluctantly agreed to meet her mother in a lawyers' office in Lahore, Pakistan. Imran's family opposed the divorce and considered her seeking a divorce to be shaming to the family's honor. Her mother arrived at the lawyer's office with a male companion, who immediately shot and killed Imran.

· Even victims of rape are vulnerable. In a widely reported case in March of 1999, a 16-year-old mentally retarded girl who was raped in the Northwest Frontier province of Pakistan was turned over to her tribe's judicial council. Even though the crime was reported to the police and the perpetrator was arrested, the Pathan tribesmen decided that she had brought shame to her tribe and she was killed in front of a tribal gathering.

· In this story a woman is found "murdered by her family members for marrying the man she loved". She and her Husband murdered his first wife together under an "Islamic provision of Pakisani Law." This attack caught the attention of global leaders and police have been arresting the alleged family members.Some have interpreted these killings to be the result of the Pakistani government and culture providing the envoirnment that fosters such violence. · In this story an 18 year old woman in Afghanistan had run away from her family to avoid being forcibly betrothed to a man she did not wish to marry. She had taken refuge in a woman's shelter and would not return home until her family made documented commitments not to harm her. She eventually left with her brother and father and on the way home she was taken by armed men and killed. This is not uncommon in Afghanistan according to, "T Rubina Hamdard, a lawyer at a coalition of women’s advocacy groups, the Afghan Women’s Network, estimates that 150 cases of honor killing occur annually in Afghanistan." Others are still fighting against the practice of arranged marriage and living in fear of arrest or worse, death. One such couple (Zakia, 18, and Mohammad Ali 21) have been in hiding to avoid the threat of honor violence. Link:

Five other Muslim women, living in Germany, had also been murdered by family members for becoming westernized. All six murders happened within four months of each other.
