1)Economic organization or mode of production gives rise to social relations, political and legal systems, moral codes and ideology. 
2)As forces of  technology improve, ironically, forms of social organization become increasingly inefficient and stifle further progress.
3)Specifically, for Marx, for capitalism a struggle materializes between the minority, middle class (the b_________) who own the means of production, and the majority, ie the workers  ( pro_______t) who pro______ goods and services. 

4)For Marx social change occurs because of the struggle between different classes who are opposed to each other. Ie capitalism exploits and oppresses the proletariat, and this leads to a proletarian rev_______.
5)For Marx Capitalism becomes incapable of sustaining  the living standards of the population in general  because in order to keep up rates of pr_____ it has to drive down the workers’ wages, cutting social benefits. 

6)Following Hegel’s idea of thesis, synthesis and antithesis, Capitalism (i) sows the seed of its own destruction (ii) leading to the revolution and (iii) the dictatorship of the prolitariat and (iv) finally the withering away of the state. This, for Marx, is a historical necessity. 
7)In a socialist/Marxist society pr________ property is replaced by collective, co-operative ownership.
8) A socialist economy is not based on profit, but instead on satisfying human n_____ – that is, production would be carried out directly for use. 

9)So on the basis of economics there arises a superstructure of legal and political social practices or forms of social consciousness for Marx. 

10)Note that at first the base creates the social superstructure but as time passes social organization or practices can act on the base and superstructure itself. Ie the relation isn’t one-way but rather dialectical, driven by conflicts and contradictions. 
11)For Marx human history involves four stages of development (re economic production): 
a.Primitive Communism: eg co-operative tribal societies.
b. Slave Society: a development of tribal to city-state; aristocracy is born.
c. Feudalism: aristocrats are the ruling class; merchants evolve into capitalists.
d. Capitalism: capitalists =  the ruling class who create and employ the proletariat.



12)In pre-capitalist economies exploitation of workers was achieved by physical c_______ion. With  capitalism the worker does not own the means of production. Instead s/ he “ voluntarily”  enters into an exploitive relationship with the capitalist in order  to earn enough to ____.    Why “   “?

13)Although seemingly voluntary, the worker must work or st________. In  capitalist society is voluntary work is therefore  ill______.
14)Capitalism results in alienation, ie the estrangement of people from their humanity. The products of production belong not to the workers but to the employers who use this  surplus created by others for their own selfish needs  and so alienate the laborers.

15)For Marx it is not necessary that the worker is reflectively aware of his alienation.

16)For Marxists the government should  have control of factories, mines, textile industries and other businesses. This would abolish poverty and increase equality. The government should plan the economy rather than depend on the free market or what was thought of as capitalism’s invisible hand.
